The three-way collaboration between the Galerie Denise René, the Tabard workshop in Aubusson and
Victor Vasarely began in 1951 and resulted early on in the exhibition '12 Unseen Tapestries Created in
the Tabard Workshop in Aubusson’ which was held from June-July 1952 at the Galerie Denise René,
the first formal tribute paid to abstraction in tapestry work, uniting pieces by Deyrolle, Herbin, and more
historical figures such as Taeuber-Arp and Kandinsky (‘On a black background’). It was the artist’s wife,
Nina Kandinsky, who was approached in this regard, and who passed works to be used as designs on
to Vasarely, who was in charge of creating the weaving cards.
